Have you ever witnessed the tiny shadow of Mercury moving across the face of the Sun? Do you know that until June 6, 
2004, no human alive had ever witnessed the shadow of Venus as it transited across the face of the Sun? We will explore 
the mysteries of the solar eclipse and the transits of both Mercury and Venus. We will visit the Williams College Obser-
vatory and see some of the historic first editions of major works by Copernicus, Galileo, Kepler and Newton as well as 
very early sky atlases that are part of the Williams College Library collection. 
 
Professor Jay M. Pasachoff, Ph.D., is Field Memorial Professor of Astronomy and Director of the Hopkins Observa-
tory at Williams College. Professor Pasachoff has done extensive research on the solar corona at total eclipses and is 
the author of popular textbooks on astronomy and on other science subjects. He has twice been chair of the Astronomy 
Division of the American Association for the Advancement of Science.

It will trace the struggles and triumphs of Jewish  
musicians in America by exploring life histories and the events which impacted their art. Live performances as well as 
recordings will enhance the course. 
 
Paul Green, B.A. in Theory and Composition from Yale University, M.S. in Performance from Julliard and J.D. from 
Brooklyn Law School, is a member of the faculties of Florida International University in Miami and Florida Atlantic 
University in Boca Raton where he teaches clarinet performance and chamber music. He is the founder and Artistic  
Director of the Gold Coast Chamber Music Festival in Delray Beach and Director of Klezmer East.

About the front cover: In the early 19th century, local people referred to Mount Greylock as Saddleback Mountain for the way its 
outline appeared when viewed from the south. The origin of the name Greylock is uncertain. It may have been named for the gray, 
frosty clouds that surround the peak during the winter. Another tradition has it that the mountain was named after Gray-lock, 
believed to be the leader of the Waranoak Indians, who inhabited the Connecticut Valley region. Another mountain in the reserva-
tion has since been given the name Saddle Ball.
